* Parking or storing of vehicles on landscaped areas (including lawns) is not
permitted unless approved as a display area on approved development permit site
plan.

» Landscaped areas and landscaped parking area islands shall be provided in
large off street parking areas with a capacity of 25 or more vehicles.

* With the exception of the C1 land use district, all developers of non-residential
districts shall submit a landscaping plan prepared by a landscape architect, with the
application for development.

* The required planting of trees and shrubs in detached and duplex residential
developments, are a minimum of 1 tree per lot; and that no minimum overall density
of shrubs is required in the front yard of residential developments but the one
tree requirement may be subsfituted for 5 shrubs at the Development Authority’'s
discretion; and with the exception of detached and duplex residential developments,
the requirement is a minimum overall density of one treef50 m2 (538 ft2) and 1
shrub/25 m2 (269 ft2) of the required landscaped area identified in the applicable
district.

* All landscaping shall be protected by concrete curbs or other approved barriers or
separated from the street or parking area by a curbed sidewalk.
